Quarter 3 Research Paper Peer Edit Sheet

Your job as a peer-editing partner is a very important one.  You can help the writer by:

· Giving the writer a sense of how completely the task has been accomplished

· Praising parts of the piece that are well expressed or well explained

· Identifying areas of confusion or misunderstanding
· Targeting statements or arguments that may not be well supported with details

· Suggesting a new approach to a piece of writing
However, the writer owns the writing, and should not feel that your suggestions or ideas are being pressed upon them as the solution.  The best way to help your writing partner is to phrase your comments as open-ended statements, as questions, or as a combination of an observation and a question. 

1. Find a partner and switch papers with your partner.

2. Read your partners sections to them out loud.

3. Then, re-read the sections to yourself.  

4. Using the colored pencils make the appropriate marks on your partner’s paper:

a. Blue = spelling errors

b. Red = 3-5 things that will be discussed within the paper (Introduction) or the topic sentence for the body paragraphs
c. Green = grammar errors

d. Yellow = 1-2 statements or phrases you felt were high quality

5. Next, add in some comments.  Some suggestions are given below.

· Begin by using any “praise” statement that you can.

· If you can’t use the “praise” suggestion, you should use the “questions”.
6. Finally, fill out the Peer Edit Checklist.

7. Return all papers to your partner.

· Your topic sentences state the main idea of each paragraph very clearly.

· Your word choices are very suitable for this assignment and topic.

· How can you support this piece of evidence with more strength?

· What is your evidence in this paragraph?

· How could you make your introduction stronger?

· How could you rearrange the ideas in this paragraph to have a clear topic sentence?

· Your language may be too casual for this type of assignment.  How might you change some of the words to be a bit more formal?
